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Dreaming of a tropical island holiday? Bring your holiday
home and liven up your living space with these realistic
flickering flame tiki lights. The light comes complete with a
built-in intelligent sensor that automatically illuminates at
night and turns off at dawn.

Use the 'ON/OFF’ button located on the bottom of the
solar light to turn the lights on. To test the light, hold your

hand over the solar panel and check if the light comes on.

Please make sure this is done before the ground spike is
assembled as it covers the ‘'ON/OFF’ button.

Product installation

1 Find a suitable location
Solar lights need access to direct sunlight for optimum
results; preferably 6-8 hours per day.

2 Assemble the ground spike

Slot the 3 ground spike components together (A, B, C).
Then, line the tabs on the top component (A) up with the
slots on the base of the solar light and twist until they lock
into place. Finally, push the spike into the ground.

Be sure to clean the solar panel periodically to maintain
optimal performance.
